FOOD PANTRY 
 
People who meet income  
guide-lines may obtain food. 
Donations are based on family 
size. Families may come in and 
receive the equivalent of three 
meals a day for three days (in an 
emergency they can come in 
more often). Food is donated to 
the Pantry by individuals, 
churches, and Boy Scout and 
Post Office drives. Food is also 
purchased at a very reason-able 
price from the Food Bank of 
Central New York. Vouchers 
are given during the growing 
season to be used at a Farmers' 
Market for produce.
